FAQ’s
Where are we?
The Highland safari lodge is situated 3 miles from Aberfeldy on the B846. There is a map on our leaflet and on our website.

Is there Car/Coach Parking on Site?
We have parking for fifteen cars and one coach on site.  Additional coach parking nearby can be arranged if necessary.

Where do we check in?

On arrival, please make your way to our Reception desk inside the Safari Lodge and to your left.

What type of vehicle do we use?  

We use Land Rover Defenders, which have, full off-road specifications. All vehicles are under 5 years old.

What about Health & Safety? 

For the safety of your school party, it is important that teachers and or adult supervisors remain with the children at all times, particularly near the water and on the play equipment.  Highland Safaris is fully insured for public liability and passenger transport. We also have an on-going risk-assessment policy. On safari, each of our Rangers have 4x4 Instructor Certificates and are qualified First Aiders. Each vehicle carries a First Aid Box.

How Long Does it Last? 
Nature Safari approximately 1 ½ hours and Nature Activities approximately 2 hours.

What do we wear for a Safari?  
Your journey of discovery will take you to heights of nearly 2000’, which means that it will be a few degrees colder than down in the valley. It may also be windier so an extra fleece or cosy jacket is advisable. Good sturdy out door shoes should also be worn.

Do you have Teaching Material?
We supply you with a student workbook for you to photocopy to enable you to organise and customise your visit. 

Can you help with Special Projects?
If you are working on a special project, please let us know and we will do our very best to accommodate you.

Can we bring a Picnic?
Our tepee, which seats about 15, is available for picnic lunches from Spring to Autumn.  Alternatively we can put up a Mini Marquee for shelter from the rain.
What other facilities do you have?

We have a gift shop where the children can purchase themed ‘pocket money’ toys and gifts. Toilet facilities are available on site and storage of bags is available. We also have a café with a children’s menu.
